Driving directions to the Sheraton Denver West
The Sheraton Denver West is located approximately 45 minutes west of Denver International Airport (DIA). When leaving the airport on Pena Boulevard, follow the signs to I-70 West. Continue traveling westbound on I-70 for approximately 10 miles to Exit 274, Interstate 25. Keep left at the fork in the ramp, following the I-25 South fork to Colorado Springs. Take Exit 209B, connecting with U.S. 6/Sixth Avenue West and continue on U.S. 6 West for about 5.5 miles to the Simms Street exit toward Union Boulevard. Keep left at the fork in the ramp and turn left onto Simms Street, which becomes Union Boulevard. Turn left onto Union and head south for two blocks to 360 Union Blvd. The Sheraton is on the left.

Weather and altitude sickness 
Denver is located on the high plains at the foot of the Rocky Mountains. This location treats people of Denver to even more sunshine each year than Miami or San Diego, and the climate is considered mild, sunny, and semi-arid. Temperatures in November are in the mid-50s during the day and are in the upper 20s at night. 

Denver is the Mile High City, located about 5,280 feet above sea level. Visitors can sometimes experience symptoms of altitude sickness. Altitude illness is caused by the lack of oxygen in our thin mountain air and can affect anyone, regardless of age or physical condition in altitudes above 6,000 feet.
