Issues Not Addressed at 1999 Parabolic Trough Technology Workshop

At the U.S. Department of Energy SunLab’s 1999 Parabolic Trough Technology Workshop, the following issues were not addressed: 
· Storage could result in increased solar to electric efficiency by running the turbine at night in cooler temperatures. Development needs to focus on the power side not on solar side. 

· Emphasis on structures, consider using frames for mirrors. 

· Assess current state of mirror technology (Spain) ($10 per square meter). 

· What's going on in Australia and China? Invite them next time. 

· Signed on to ISCCS approach. Other markets available. Can't get five MW off the shelf. Engine development will be necessary, not just one avenue to go down. Open mind. 

· 2% problem is people say you're going through all this effort to produce 2%. Need to see technology moving toward 10% of total world supply. There shouldn't be just one pathway to that. World Bank will work with labs and industry. 

· Need a network of trough people to talk via email, chat room.
