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Abstract

[bookmark: _GoBack]This dataset contains locations of geothermal power plants in development within the United States as of the publication date and includes attributes for planned capacity. Geothermal developing plant data was aggregated from SNL Financial LC, the Geothermal Energy Association (GEA), press releases, operator websites and geothermal lease data. NREL performed independent research to validate locations of geothermal projects under development.
Purpose

The purpose of this dataset is to illustrate the locations of planned geothermal plant development within the United States.

Contiguous United States, Alaska and Hawaii

Denotes development phase.

CAP_MW
Planned capacity in megawatts. 

DEVELOPER
Name of the project developer.

STATE
State in which plant is located.

COUNTY
County in which plant is located.

GEO_REG
Geothermal region in which plant is located.

GEO_LOC
Nearest city.

DATE
Refers to the year in which the data was confirmed.

BLM_PERMITS
Denotes BLM permit IDs, if known.
